Growth rate Fast
Form Oval, pyramidal and upright or erect
Exposure Partial shade or partial sun to full sun
Persistence Deciduous
Environment
This plant tolerates some drought, flooding and some salt.
This plant will grow in dry to wet or submerged soil.
Suitable soil is well-drained/loamy, sandy or clay. 
The pH preference is an acidic to slightly alkaline (less than 6.8 to 7.7) soil.
Bloom Color Brown
Bloom Time Spring and Winter

The flowers are inconspicuous.
Leaf Color Green
Fall Color Yellow

European Beech

Height 50' to 65' / 15.20m to 19.80m
Spread 50' to 60' / 15.20m to 18.20m
Growth rate Slow
Form Oval
Exposure Partial shade or partial sun to full sun
Persistence Deciduous
Environment
This plant tolerates some drought and a little salt.
This plant will grow in dry soil.
Suitable soil is well-drained/loamy, sandy or clay. 
The pH preference is an acidic to slightly alkaline (less than 6.8 to 7.7) soil.
Bloom Time Spring

The flowers are inconspicuous.
Leaf Color Green, pink, silvery and variegated
Fall Color Copper

This plant has attractive foliage and attractive fall colors.



Nyssa sylvatica
Black Tupelo,  Black Gum,  Sour Gum

Growth rate Slow
Form Oval and pyramidal
Exposure Partial shade or partial sun to full sun
Persistence Deciduous
Environment
This plant tolerates drought, flooding, ozone and some salt.
This plant will grow in very dry to wet or submerged soil.
Suitable soil is well-drained/loamy, sandy or clay. 
The pH preference is an acidic to slightly alkaline (less than 6.8 to 7.7) soil.
Bloom Color White
Bloom Time Spring

The flowers are inconspicuous.
Leaf Color Green
Fall Color Orange and red

This plant has attractive fall colors.



Chamaecyparis nootkatensis 'Pendula'
Alaska Cedar,  Nootka Cypress,  Yellow Cypress

Cupressaceae (Cypress)

Spread 15' to 25' / 4.60m to 7.60m
Growth rate Average
Form Pyramidal and weeping
Exposure Full shade to full sun
Persistence Evergreen
Environment
This plant tolerates some drought.
This plant will grow in dry soil.
Suitable soil is well-drained/loamy, sandy or clay. 
The pH preference is an acidic to slightly alkaline (less than 6.8 to 7.7) soil.

The flowers are inconspicuous.
Leaf Color Blue and green
Fall Color No change in fall color
